
The Vacmobile Infusion 20/2 made 
its first appearance in Europe during 
February, and was well received at 
the Seatec 2008 show (Carrara, Italy), 
which exhibits technology to 
boatyard and shipyard suppliers.  
There were 865 exhibitors in 2008 
with around 13,000 visitors. 
 
 One of the first Vacmobile 
demonstrations was held soon after at 
a premier super yacht builder in Italy. 
The group of companies build luxury 
motoryachts and sports cruisers 
measuring from 7 to 80 meters long 
and have over 3,000 employees. In 
August 2007 they had a production 
value of 933 million Euros and the  
Yachts division alone completes 
around 320 yachts per year! 
 
Following Seatec, the company 
undertook their first trial of a 
Vacmobile Infusion 20/2 machine 

and achieved perfect results in a deck 
test panel containing the following 
materials;   
 

1. Soric 
2. 1200 gm triaxial cloth 
3. 30mm balsa core 
4. 1200 gm triaxial cloth 
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The first production trial is expected 
during April, with the aim being to 
infuse a complete deck for a 40 foot 
yacht.

Small size, that is. Two Vacmobile 20/2 
machines were used to infuse a 24x9m 
composite panel. The resultant infusion 
was judged perfect and to a higher 
standard than that achieved using a 
shared vacuum system comprising over 
600 m3/hr (16kW’s) of centralised 
vacuum system.  

Marine Excellence Ltd have been using their fleet of 4 Vacmobiles to 
manufacture the composite airframe of a prototype kit plane, the Furio 
RG by Falcomposite. The Furio is a fully aerobatic, high performance, 
carbon fibre sport plane that took its maiden flight on the 6th of 
February. 

Drew Collett from Marine Excellence explains:  

“Falcomposite had a very innovative design and structure, and they 
had advanced digital images and models for the plane. They needed 
someone to take it out of the computer and build it in real space. 

It was rewarding to be able to contribute to the project with input into 
the development and build of the plugs, moulds and articles. 

As a development project we required moulds that are suitable for a 
number of construction techniques. As a production project we 
required moulds that are serviceable and long lasting. With appropriate 
materials and techniques we have achieved both.  

We settled on infusion for the mostly carbon fibre prototype airframe 
and are very happy with the results. The airframe is to weight and 
behaved exactly as expected during structural testing. This is a 
testament to everyone involved in the project, from the designers to 
the laminate engineers to the composite builders (Marine Excellence). 

With the success of the 
prototype we are continuing 
to develop the project into its 
full production phase. This 
brings a new set of exciting 
challenges. 

As a company we enjoy 
development projects such as 
this, and are always on the 
look out for more 
opportunities to contribute.”

Vaughn Tucker from The Boatbuild-
ers Ltd approached us in November 
2007 to discuss a vacuum system 
suitable for vacuum bagging a carbon 
stock and rudder for an Elliott 14m 
tourer. We held a half-day weekend 
bagging and infusion demonstration 
for Vaughn and his team during De-
cember using a Vacmobile 20/2 ma-
chine, which he purchased shortly 
after.   Vaughn was happy to share a 
few words regarding the project and 
also his opinion of the new vacuum 
system. 

“Brendan gave me a brief run down 
on his Vacmobile resin infusion ma-
chine and suggested that I bring my 
staff in for some training which was 
of real value to us. 

Having purchased a machine and the 
necessary materials, the time had 
come to just do it, so on we went with 
the first layers on the rudder stock. 

The stock consists of 72 laminations 
and we were wet laying four at a time 
with epoxy resin, also it was critical 
that the finished stock be dimension-
ally accurate in order that it would fit 
inside the rudder blade.   

We found the Vacmobile an easy ma-
chine to use because it is very port-
able, so we could move it out of the 
way and then bring it back when 
needed, it is great because it has a 
convenient regulation valve that al-
lows you to adjust vacuum or remove 
it altogether. 

We found that we could complete 
two lay ups per day if we started 
early and the second one was left 
with the pump running over night. 

The stock was perfect for size when 
finished, and as the photos may show 
the job was excellent by any stan-
dard. 

Due to the help that we received,  my 
company  moved in to the use of this 
technology quickly and painlessly, so 
I would recommend the Vacmobile 
team and equipment  to anyone who 
is interested in composite construc-
